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2010 CENSUS INFORMATION 

In March of 2010, census forms will be delivered to every residence in the United 
States and Puerto Rico.  When you receive yours, just answer the 10 short questions 
and then mail the form back in the postage-paid envelope provided.  If you don’t mail 
the form back, you may receive a visit from a census taker, who will ask you the

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questions from the form.  A census taker must follow-up in person with every address that 
doesn’t mail back the form in order to obtain the responses. 
The Census is Safe 

• The 2010 Census will ask for name, gender, age, race, ethnicity, relationship, and 
whether you own or rent your home – just 10 simple questions that will take about 10 
minutes to answer. 

• The Census Bureau safeguards all census responses to the highest security standards 
available. 

• Your answers are protected by law and are not shared with anyone. The census taker 
who collects your information is sworn for life to protect your data under Federal 
Law Title 13.  Those who violate the oath face criminal penalties.  Under federal law, 
the penalty for unlawful disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000 or imprisonment for up 
to 5 years, or both. 

When Census Takers will be Going Door-to-Door 

• From April to July 2010, the Census Bureau will knock on the door of every 
household that does not mail back a completed 2010 Census form. 

• It’s critical that you take just 10 minutes to fill out and mail back your form rather 
than wait for a census worker to show up on your doorstep. About $85 million in 
taxpayer dollars are saved for every one percent increase in mail response. 

• The Census Bureau must get a census form to – and a completed form back from – 
every residence in the United States.  That’s more than 130 million addresses. This is 
why the census is the largest domestic mobilization our nation undertakes. 

How to Identify a Census Taker 
If a U.S. Census Bureau employee knocks on your door, here are some recognition tips to 
assure the validity of the employee: 

• The census taker must present an ID badge that contains a Department of Commerce 
watermark and expiration date.  The census taker may also be carrying a bag with a 
Census Bureau logo. 

• The census taker will provide you with supervisor contact information and/or the 
Local Census Office phone number for verification, if asked. 

• The census taker will ONLY ask you the questions that appear on the census form. 
What the 2010 Census DOES NOT Ask 

• 2010 Census takers will not ask you for your social security number, bank account 
number, or credit card number. 

• 2010 Census takers also never solicit for donations and will never contact you by e-
mail.

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A CLOSER LOOK AT OFFICER T IM BAKRI 
Officer Tim Bakri first started working for the North Fond du Lac Police Department in 
1991.

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On March 19, 2010, Captain Darren Pautsch, a 17 year veteran of the North Fond du Lac 
Police Department, graduated from the FBI National Academy in Quantico, Virginia. The 
graduation ceremony, which recognizes the accomplishments of leaders and managers 
from law enforcement and military organizations around the world, is the culmination of 
a ten week intensive training program involving academic, physical and hands-on training 
in all areas of law enforcement and leadership. Captain Pautsch is a graduate of the 240th 
Session of the FBI National Academy, which ran from January 11, 2010 through March 
19, 2010. 
The FBI National Academy is recognized internationally as one of the most prestigious law 
enforcement leadership training programs in the world. Its mission is “to support, 
promote and enhance the personal and professional development of law enforcement 
leaders by preparing them for complex, dynamic and contemporary challenges through 
innovative techniques, facilitating excellence in education and research, and forging 
partnerships throughout the world.” Program participation is by invitation and 
nomination only, and attendees receive specialized training in an environment where they 
can share ideas, techniques and experiences with fellow law enforcement and military 
leaders. 
The National Academy offers top-notch educational training in topics that include 
Managing Death Investigations, Forensic Sciences, Media Relations, Behavioral Analysis 
techniques and Anti-Terrorism. In addition, attendees also participate in mandatory 
Health and Physical Fitness for Law Enforcement classes. “The Academy is a once-in-a-
lifetime opportunity to expand your knowledge and leadership abilities through training 
and sharing experiences with others,” said Captain Pautsch. “This experience and the 
lessons I have learned at the National Academy will help me to support the Police 
Department’s credo of ‘Commitment to Excellence.’” 
Chief Bill Lamb is also a graduate of The National Academy having attended the 209th 
Session in 2002. Chief Lamb says, “I can’t even begin to describe how valuable the 
training received at the FBI National Academy is for law enforcement commanders. It 
was, without exception, one of the most valuable experiences that I’ve had in my 22 years 
in law enforcement. We are very fortunate that yet another member of the Department 
has had the opportunity to attend the National Academy – the Department and 
community will undoubtedly benefit greatly from the advanced training and experience. 
In addition to the mandatory training program, students at the National Academy are 
strongly encouraged to participate in the Yellow Brick Road Challenge. It is a series of 
physical challenges that take place each Wednesday. Each week the challenges progress in 
terms of difficulty and intensity. Those physical challenges culminated on March 10, when 
Captain Pautsch earned his coveted yellow brick. The Yellow Brick Road (so named 
because the trail is marked with yellow rocks to direct runners through the woods) is a 
grueling 6.1 mile run on a rocky, hilly trail through the woods built by the Marines. 
Along the way, participants must climb over walls, run through creeks, jump through 
windows, scale rock faces with ropes, belly crawl through muddy water under barbed 
wire, maneuver across a cargo net and more. Upon completion of the difficult challenge,

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A WARNING

National Tornado and Severe Weather Awareness Week has been designated for April 9-13, 
2007. The statewide Tornado Drill will be conducted on Thursday, April 12th. The mock 
tornado watch will begin at 1:00 p.m. for the entire state. The mock tornado warning for Fond 
du Lac County will be issued at 1:20 p.m. and will end at 1:25 p.m. If severe weather is present 
in the state on the 12th, the drill will be held at the same time on April 13th. 

In 2005, a record 62 tornadoes hit Wisconsin.  A one-day record was set on August 18, 2005, 
with 27 Wisconsin tornadoes, confirmed by the National Weather Service.  On average, 
Wisconsin experiences 21 tornadoes each year.  Tornadoes can occur any time of year, at any 
time of day.  In Wisconsin, peak tornado season is April to August, with most tornadoes 
occurring between 4pm and 9pm. 

A tornado is one of natures most violent and powerful storms.  These massive, rotating funnels 
of air come down to earth within seconds, usually with only short warning.  Sometimes a 
tornado may not even be visible.  This is why it is imperative to be aware of weather service 
advisories regarding TORNADO WARNINGS and TORNADO WATCHES. It is crucial to 
follow safety guidelines in association with those advisories. 

A TORNADO WATCH is to indicate that a tornado is possibly in the area due to weather 
conditions.  At this point, you should remain alert for approaching storms.  The conditions exist 
in the atmosphere, which are capable of producing funnel clouds. 

A TORNADO WARNING is much more serious.  A warning indicates that a tornado has been 
sighted in the area.  If a tornado warning is issued or if you see a tornado, move to a pre-
designated safety place immediately.  Remember, tornadoes are more likely to develop in an 
area where a severe thunderstorm watch or warning is in effect.  Listen to local radio and 
television stations for updated storm information. 

If a Warning is issued or if threatening weather approaches: 

• Mobile homes offer little protection from tornadoes and should be abandoned in exchange 
for your mobile home community’s tornado shelter.  In North Fond du Lac; the shelter for 
residents of Gaslight Terrace, Lakeshore Terrace and Green Meadows is located on Oriole 
Parkway in Gaslight Terrace. 

• In a home or building, move to a pre-designated shelter, such as a basement. 

• If an underground shelter is not available, move to an interior room or hallway on the 
lowest floor and get under a sturdy piece of furniture. 

• Stay away from windows. 

GET  OUT  OF AUTOMOBILES  AND LIE IN A LOW  DITCH , PROTECTING  YOUR  
HEAD FROM  FLYING DEBRIS .  DO NOT TRY  TO OUTRUN  A TORNADO . 
FUNNEL  CLOUDS  ARE UNPREDICTABLE AND MOVE VERY QUICKLY, SO YOU 
MAY  DRIVE DIRECTLY INTO  THE EYE, OR CENTER  OF IT . 

ENVIRONMENTAL  CONDITIONS  NORMALLY ASSOCIATED  WITH  TORNADOES 
INCLUDE DARK GREENISH  SKIES ,  A  WALL  CLOUD ,  LARGE HAIL ,  OR A  LOUD  ROAR,  
SIMILAR TO  A  TRAIN.   A WALL  CLOUD  CAN PREVENT PEOPLE  FROM VIEWING  THE  
FUNNEL  CLOUD .

Despite what some may believe, tornadoes can appear from any direction. Most move from 
southwest to northeast, or west to east, but not always. Some tornadoes change direction in the 
course of their destruction, or even backtrack.  Tornadoes can last from several seconds to more 
than an hour.  However, most tornadoes last less than 10 minutes.  Some people think that 
tornadoes only strike in certain places but in reality there is no place in Wisconsin that is safe 
from tornadoes. 

IT IS VITAL  THAT EVERYONE  DEVELOP  AN ACTION PLAN BEFORE  SEVERE  WEATHER 
STRIKES .  PEOPLE  MOST AT RISK ARE  THOSE  IN MOBILE HOMES,  AUTOMOBILES,  THE 
ELDERLY  OR VERY  YOUNG ,  THE  PHYSICALLY  OR MENTALLY IMPAIRED ,  AND  PEOPLE  
WHO  MAY NOT UNDERSTAND  THE WARNING  DUE  TO  A  LANGUAGE BARRIER.  
WHEN  DEVELOPING  AN ACTION  PLAN ,  REMEMBER TO  CONSIDER TRANSPORTATION 
ASSISTANCE  FOR THOSE  INDIVIDUALS UNABLE  TO  GET THEMSELVES TO  SHELTER.  IN 
THE  EVENT OF  SEVERE  WEATHER,  EMERGENCY  SERVICES PERSONNEL  MAY NOT BE  
ABLE  TO  GET TO  THEM FOR AN EXTENDED  PERIOD OF  TIME .  

Developing an action or disaster plan for you and your family is easy.  The first step is to be 
aware of your community’s warning signals and evacuation plans.  Additional information can be 
obtained from the National Weather Service, local Emergency Management, or Red Cross. 

Secondly, discuss the information you have gathered with your family.  Pick two places to meet: 
one spot should be outside your home for an emergency such as fire.  The other should be away 
from your neighborhood in case you cannot return home. Choose a friend from out of your area 
as your "family check-in contact".  This person should be for everyone in your family to call in 
case your family gets separated. Discuss what you would do if you do need to evacuate your 
home. 
Third, implement your well-thought plan.   (1) Post emergency telephone numbers by phones; 
(have your children memorize the family check-in contact information) (2) Install safety features 
in your house, such as smoke detectors and fire extinguishers;  (3) Inspect your home for 
potential hazards (such as items that can move, fall, break, or catch fire) and correct them; (4) 
Have your family learn basic safety measures, such as CPR and first aid.  (5) Teach children how 
and when to call 911. (6) Keep enough supplies in your home to meet your needs for at least 
three days. Assemble a disaster supplies kit with items you may need in case of an evacuation. 
Store these supplies in sturdy, easy-to-carry containers, such as backpacks or duffle bags. Keep 
important family documents in a waterproof container. Keep a smaller disaster supplies kit in the 
trunk of your car. 
A disaster kit should contain first aid supplies and essential medications, canned food and can 
opener, and a 3-day supply of water. Each person should have a change of clothing and footwear 
as well as a blanket or sleeping bag.  The kit should contain first-aid gear, medications, 
emergency tools, a battery-powered Weather Radio, a flashlight, and extra batteries.  There 
should also be special items for infants, elderly, or disabled family members. 

To prevent difficulties, conduct frequent drills.  Make sure your family remembers meeting 
places, phone numbers, and safety rules.

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North Fond du Lac’s Underage Drinking Committee as members of the Drug Free Communi-
ties Task Force of Fond du Lac County have joined forces to bring awareness to and prevent 
adult hosted drinking parties using the Parents Who Host Lose the Most: Don’t Be a Party to 
Underage Drinking campaign.   

Parents Who Host Lose the Most is a community effort that alerts parents and other adults to 
the legal and health related consequences of purchasing, providing or pouring alcohol for any-
one under age 21, other than their own child. The campaign provides information about the 
dangers of underage drinking, the legal consequences of hosting underage drinking gatherings 
and how parents and other family members can host safe and fun alcohol free events for youth. 

“The Village of North Fond du Lac Police Department will be conducting compliance checks to 
alcohol license vendors along with increasing patrols during prom, graduation and other youth 
oriented times”, stated Chief Bill Lamb.  “We want individuals to know that if they purchase, 
provide or pour alcohol for anyone under age 21, except their own child, they are breaking the 
law and will be charged under state or municipal law”, he warned.
